Liturgy Committee
Meeting Minutes

June 2007
The meeting was opened with a prayer by David Marcus at 9:40 AM.
Those members attending were:  David Marcus, Chairperson, Judy Stokely, Rosie Torres, Dorothy Hampton and Joan Lenzo.

Guest attending was:  Susan Woods.

The minutes of the 8 March 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved.

David updated two items from the minutes:

1)  He stated the he, Father Herpin and George Ayers are working on the policy for visiting priests.  It is close to being completed.

2)  The Arts and Environment Ministry now has two volunteers – Karen Duggan and Susan Bolinger.  When there is a special liturgy to be planned, he will work with them.

David expressed his appreciation to all on the committee and any others who have planned and assisted with the liturgies.  He received many compliments on the liturgies and the appearance of the church during Holy Week and the Easter Season.

David introduced Susan Woods and had her explain the reason for her attending the meeting.

Susan stated that she is involved in the Eucharistic Adoration Ministry.  She works with Evelyn Groll who is the chairperson and Pat White.  The adoration schedule currently is Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday in the chapel from 9:30 am until 4:00 pm.  Each of these volunteers is responsible for one day of the schedule.  She reported that only 1% 
of the adorers are from St. Jude Mission. 
Susan came to the meeting to explain that the adoration will be discontinued from 25 June until 10 September and she would like the approval of the LC.

This will be done for several reasons:
1) There have been problems with having a complete schedule for one.  
2)  Also, it will be good economics during the hot weather with not having 

to cool the chapel.

After a brief discussion, the members of the committee gave their consensus and support for this discontinuance.

Susan stated the members of this ministry hope to have Father Herpin speak to the parish community later about this important spiritual project in order to stimulate more participation.

Unfinished Business

Following an open discussion of having CPR training for the Hospitality Ministers, it was decided that Joan should contact Kerry Bolin at GCRMC regarding her conducting this training.  Joan had spoken to her in the past.  If this is not possible, then Rosie will pursue obtaining this training through the Red Cross.
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Unfinished Business (cont.)
Another open discussion was held regarding the Screen that Father Wayne would like

to have in place at the Altar of Repose.  Several designs have been proposed but none 

has been chosen.  David would like to have a meeting soon to decide on one design.

It then needs to be taken to the Finance Council for their approval.

New Business
It has come to the attention of Father, David and some of the Ministry heads that the scheduling program is not working.  The program Mary Jane, church secretary, uses is one that has been designated by the diocese.  
Some of the problems are: 
1)  The ministers are not receiving the schedule.  One cause might be that not all involved have email.  
2)  Another problem is that the ministers do not inform their coordinator or Mary Jane that they will be unavailable for certain dates.

No decision or solution was made as the members were not sure where the problems are.

The website, LiturgyHelp, the church is using for various ministries, has become a problem for some.  The Lectors use the site to obtain the readings for the weekend Liturgies.  Several are unable to access the site because their assigned “login and password” are not working.  David will call the site and ask why this is happening.
