MEETING MINUTES

6 NOVEMBER 2006
The meeting was opened with prayer

Old Business

The scheduling of the Liturgical Ministries for the weekend liturgies was discussed, as problems continue with double scheduling.  Mary Jane Joyner, church secretary, is responsible for the scheduling of the ministers.  She has a computer software program that is good and it should be used by the ministry heads.  She does need the help and cooperation of all involved. 

The renovation of the Blessed Sacrament Altar in the church was approved at the last meeting.  The project needs to be taken to the Pastoral Council for their consideration.

David Marcus, committee coordinator, presented a draft of a document that explains what this Altar should be according to the General Instruction of the Roman Missal.

When this project has been completed, it will be called “Blessed Sacrament Reservation Chapel”.  Once the Pastoral Council has approved it and to make this project go forward, David and Fred Murray will make a presentation at the weekend Masses.  The preliminary design calls for a “screen wall” to be constructed to across the front. A request for screen designs from the parish community is planned.  The tabernacle will need to be moved and appropriate furniture added.
New Business

David stated that Father has concerns about the Hospitality Ministers.  He has observed that the ushers are not always alert to what is going on, especially with seating the people when they arrive late.  David plans to meet with Manny Gonzalez and discuss this concern and other suggestions for the ushers and greeters.  Manny is planning to have a meeting with these ministers.
Fred Murray stated that the Extraordinary Ministry of the Eucharist is doing fine.  It was mentioned by David that the ”host count” is occasionally over.  A discussion followed as to how the count is done and what happens when there are hosts left after the sacrament is over.   Fred also stated that he plans to have a training session in January.
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New Business (cont.)

Colleen Teske gave a report on the Altar Servers.  The number of servers is not adequate. She has sent letters to some of our young parish members who she thought might want to become a server. She has not received any interest.

David reviewed the Liturgical calendar for November and December.  November events were added to include, special dates for Confirmation and First Communion classes, Knights of Columbus participation, Family Mass with burritos following, Thanksgiving Mass and scheduling a time to prepare the church for Advent.

December schedule includes a Penance Service, the Feast of the Immaculate Conception, 

a reconciliation service for the First Communicants and the Liturgies for the Christmas Season.

David stated that he plans to pursue having the youth of the parish become active by participating in the weekend liturgies by becoming lectors, ushers, etc.  He will send a letter to those who are in the Confirmation program.

David introduced Noela Padilla, who will be working with him on creating programs for our special ceremonies and Feast Days.

Father announced that Sister Lucy, from the diocese has offered to conduct ministry training for all the ministries.

He also is looking for someone to help Judy Stokely with the Music Ministry.  Judy pointed out that she is responsible for music at all the weekend liturgies.  She would prefer to only lead and sing at the 9:00 am liturgy.  She would appreciate someone taking over the 5:30 pm and 11:00 am Masses.  She would continue to choose the appropriate music.

Father asked what the status of the Advent Wreath is.  A discussion followed as to what type of wreath should be used and where it should be in the church.  The committee needs to come up with a good idea.

The next meeting will be 13 December at 4:30 pm.
