Meeting – 8 March 2007

Minutes

The meeting opened with prayer at 4:40 PM.

Those members attending were: David Marcus, Chairperson, Judy Stokely, 
George Ayers, Noela Padilla and Joan Lenzo. 

The minutes were reviewed and corrected.  The correction was to change the last name of the recent Mission leader from Father Miguel Lopez to Father Miguel Briseno.

David announced the addition of two members of the Liturgy Committee.  George Ayers will assist David with the duties of Sacristan and Karen Duggan will be working with David as an Arts and Environment assistant.  George has experience and there are others who are interested in the A&E ministry.
Old Business
1)  The plans for the outdoor Mass scheduled on 25 March at 10:00 AM are coming along.
The Mass will be on the patio and grounds behind the Life Center.  The celebration will be moved to the church, if the weather is not good.  The altar servers have been chosen. There will be seven. The ushers and the greeters will be assisted by the Youth.  There will programs for the youth to distribute. The Eucharist Ministers are set. There will be two Lectors and the Youth will read the General Intercessions.  Music will be provided by the Esperanza y Fe Prayer Group.
2)  During Lent, a Mass had been scheduled at 12:15 PM.  With the departure of Father McGowan, a Communion Service will be held instead.  The dates for the Services are 9, 16, 23 and 30 March.  These services will be followed by a soup lunch, except for the 23 March, because of the Spring Sale. 

3)  Joan was asked about the Basic CPR Classes that needs to be held for the Hospitality Ministers.  She has learned that those who take the class and complete the training will be given a card.  The training is good for two years.
4)  The renovation of the Blessed Sacrament Altar was discussed.  David, Joan and Fred Murray had visited St. John Episcopal Church to look at and photograph the wooden panels that are behind their altar.  The photos were reviewed.  A design using this type of wall needs to be done.  A choice then has to be made by the committee and the Pastoral Council.  The renovation will have to have the approval of the appropriate people at the Diocese.
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New Business 
1)  David announced that after the Lenten Season and Easter, Father Wayne will not be celebrating a weekday Mass in the Chapel on Thursday or Friday with the exception of the First Fridays of the month.
2)  Due to recent problems, when there was a visiting priest celebrant, a discussion was held and decision made as to who has the authority to advise the priest of our policies and procedures.  The following is the descending order of those who are present to perform this duty:  the sacristan, the senior altar server, the music director, the team leader for the extraordinary Eucharistic ministers and the lector.  Father Wayne and David are working on a written document that the priest will be given.
3)  There will be Live Stations of the Cross on Friday, 16 March at 6:15 PM.  This will replace those that were scheduled for 5:00 PM in the Chapel.  David is working with the church youth, who will be doing the stations.
4)  The retreat for the Confirmation students that was held on 2-4 March went well.  The students reported that their spiritual journey was enhanced.
5)  Confirmation is scheduled for 15 April at the Immaculate Conception Church.  Students from the Parishes of ICC, St. Jude and St. Francis churches will be confirmed.  Our students will be introduced on Sunday, 15 April at the 9:000 AM Liturgy.  David would like a celebration to be held for them.
6)  Palm Sunday, Holy Week and Easter were discussed.  Someone has asked if a Seder Supper could be held on Holy Thursday.  David advised the individual that the supper would need start by 4:30 PM so that the attendees would be able to get to the 8:00 PM Liturgy.  

7)  There will be a procession from the Columbarium to the Church on Palm Sunday.  The ushers will provide palms for the handicapped and those who choose not to process.

8)  The program for Palm Sunday will include the Passion Gospel. 
9)  The times and decorations for the Liturgies of Holy Week were announced by David.

He will need help on Wednesday, 4 April and again on Friday, 6 April with the decorations

10)  Joan stated she would like to present a certificate of appreciation to Rose Carrigan in the near future.  She has decided to retire from her commitments to the Eucharistic and Lector Ministries.  Noela offered to design a suitable certificate.
