Liturgy Committee

Meeting – 19 June 2006

Minutes

Attending:  Father Wayne Herpin, David Marcus, Judy Stokely, Fred Murray, Colleen Tenske, Susan Woods and Joan Lenzo.

The meeting was called to order by David Marcus at 4:35 PM.

The members were led in prayer by Judy Stokely.

The minutes of the previous meeting (11 March 2006) were reviewed.

A correction was made concerning a stool for the Holy Water Font. Father Wayne has decided it is not necessary as we will ultimately have a new font.

The minutes were approved by consensus with this correction.

David welcomed Susan Woods, Pastoral Council President, to the meeting.

Old Business:

Joan Lenzo explained the status of the crucifix for the Sanctuary.  Her husband is in the process of constructing a cross and repairing the corpus.

David reported that the Rosary Society would like to purchase a processional cross.  Father Wayne stated that he would rather have their money spent on something else, i.e. a Holy Oil Cabinet.

David pointed out that once there is a crucifix in the sanctuary, the processional cross can be changed out from the crucified Christ to the risen Christ for the Easter Season.

New Business:

1)  David had prepared a calendar for the Religious Education Program.  The handout is in need of some modification.  He will send us a corrected copy.

2)  The Lenten and Holy Week ceremonies were reviewed.

     a)  Joan asked if there was any particular reason for the ashes to be distributed as the community came to the altar for the Eucharist.  David and Father explained that it was a way to keep the liturgy “moving” in the essence of time.

     b)  After a discussion of the Palm Sunday distribution of the palms and procession, it was decided by consensus to continue with what has been done for the last few years.  By continuing the ceremony at the parish hall and encouraging the participation of the parish community at all the liturgies, the community will come to understand the significance of the

ceremonies and look forward to them.  Consideration will always be made for the handicapped and frail members of our community.

3)  Due to the ever increasing utility bills, Father Wayne is asking the help of all those who are involved with each Liturgy.  This includes the Greeters, the Ushers and the Eucharistic and Music Ministers.  These folks need to be aware and to turn off any lights and the air conditioning after the community has departed.

4)  Father Wayne would like to look into reconfiguring the front pews.  The staff of both funeral homes has complained that when they try to turn a coffin around, it is difficult due to the lack of space.  David volunteered to ask the funeral home people how much room is needed.  It was the consensus of the members that something be done to remedy this.

The other concern Father has is that when the pews are memorialized, we should have a correct configuration. 

5)  It was the consensus of the members that a parish mission be held during the 2007 Lenten Season.  David will contact Father Miguel of the Holy Cross Retreat Center to schedule this.

The next meeting date was set for Tuesday, 26 September at 4:30 PM.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:10 PM.
