Liturgy Committee

Meeting – 30 June 2007

The meeting was opened with prayer by David Marcus at 9:35 a.m.

Those attending were: David Marcus, coordinator, Rosie Torres, Fred Murray, Judy Stokely, George Ayers and Joan Lenzo.

Guest attending was Susan Swanson, Chapel Sacristan
The minutes of the previous meeting on 2 June were reviewed and corrected for grammatical errors.

David introduced guest, Susan Swanson and explained that her reason for attending the meeting. She asked for Liturgy Committee consensus for changing the Chapel Friday Morning Mass schedule.

Susan stated, “With the departure of Father Bobby, there are now only three morning Masses during the week.  Those members of the parish who attend morning Mass have asked that a Mass be added on Friday afternoons.  (This would be a return to a schedule that was previously used.)  The members realize that Father Wayne routinely takes Thursdays as his “day off”. If he would be willing to celebrate a Mass at 4:30 p.m. on Friday, they would be most appreciative.”

Communion Services in the absence of Father Wayne were discussed.  The services would be held with the same schedule. Susan stated, "it is her desire and the wish of the others to implement this new schedule soon.”
 It was discussed that there be a bulletin and pulpit announcement advising the congregation before this happens.  It was the consensus of the committee members to support this schedule change.

Unfinished Business

Visiting Priest Policy 

David began the discussion by explaining that Church Canon Law states “That it is the  Pastor who decides on the policies for the church liturgies and that visiting priests will abide by those policies.  David stated, “Father, George and he are continuing to develop the policies for our church.
Status on the Screen for the Blessed Sacrament Altar 

David advised the committee members that there had been a meeting recently of the Design Committee to look at the proposed screen designs and make a recommendation to Father Wayne.  Joan read parts of the memo she had given to Father following this meeting.  Rosie presented an updated design of the screen she had proposed.  She also had photos of other altars she has seen.  David stated that the committee will be meeting again with Father to make a decision as to what designs are desirable and workable.  The designs will then be presented to the parish community.  The Parish Council will have the final decision as to what design will be used.
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United Ministries Schedule

David announced that the July schedule that has been sent to all of the ministries for the Liturgies is incorrect. Because of this and past problems, Father Wayne has decided to implement the following policy:  
The various coordinators for the ministries will finalize their schedules for each month 
2 weeks in advance of the next month.  The schedules will be given to David.  He will then review the schedules for duplication.  Because of distribution problems, the coordinators need to verify the email addresses of the volunteers in their ministries. If the volunteers do not have an email address, the church office secretary, Mary Jane, needs to know that.  She will then send the schedule by mail.

Website – Liturgy Help
Following an inquiry by David, after he sent an email to Liturgy Help explaining our entry problems, they have requested additional information from him.  He will be responding with who uses this site.  Meanwhile instructions from them will be sent on how to use liturgyhelp.com.
Hospitality Training

A training schedule for those involved in the Hospitality Ministry has been scheduled for 

Saturday, 14 July at 9:30 a.m. in the Church.  An announcement will be made.

CPR Training

The date for the CPR training has been set.  It will on Saturday, 11 August from 8:00 a.m. until 12:00 p.m.  The class will be held in the conference room of GCRMC.  It will be for the first 9 ministers who want to take this class.  (This is the class size limit.)  Members of the Hospitality Ministry will be encouraged to attend.  Books for the attendees will be purchased by the Church.  If needed and wanted, an additional class will be scheduled.
New Business

Role of the Sacristan

David explained the role of the sacristan is to oversee the various aspects of the Liturgies.  A sacristan is not a janitor for the altar/church.  He/she is an advisor to the pastor, visiting priests and ministries involved.

The members of the LC recommend that the parish community needs to have this explained.

Faith Formation (CCD) Schedule
David has completed the 2007-2008 class schedules for the Faith Formation program.
A copy of this schedule is attached.
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Safe Environment
Safe Environment is a program that has to be presented every year. It has been built into the Faith Formation class schedule.  The members of the LC need to attend a class. David has set Wednesday, 8 August as the date.  It will be an evening meeting. 

Day of Reflection
David proposed that a Day of Reflection be scheduled for the members of the LC.

The members chose Friday, 7 September.

Meanwhile the members need to think about Advent, the Christmas Season and the Mass schedule.  Father has decided not to have a Midnight Mass as the attendance the past two years has been poor.  David would like to see better participation in the children’s Mass.

David reminded the members that the next Holy Day of Obligation is The Feast of the Assumption, 15 August.  The mass times for Holy Days has been changed.  The evening Mass has been changed from the day before to the day it self.  The times will be 
12:15 p.m. and 5:30 p.m. on the Holy Day (i.e., August 15, The Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary).
The date of the next meeting will be Friday, 26 July at 5:30 p.m. with food.
