Minutes of the Pastoral Council Meeting

October 2, 2006

Chairman Susan Woods called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

Members present were: Fr. Wayne Herpin, Dan Gilliland, David Marcus, John Merrigan, Susan Swanson, Joan Lenzo, and Susan Woods.

Guest present was Rosie Torres.

Joan Lenzo delivered the Opening Prayer.

The minutes of the August 28, 2006 meeting were approved.

New Business:

The council reviewed the reports for the Official Catholic Directory and the Parish Profile, both of which need to be sent in to the diocesan office. A few numbers were adjusted in the Parish Profile and both documents were approved. There was clarification of the most recent Mission Statement. The Parish Goals and Objectives will be discussed at a later date. 
There was correspondence from Bishop Ramirez concerning the celebration of Priesthood Sunday on October 29, 2006. We will be putting out posters and a flyer for the bulletin to recognize our priests on this special day.
The Spanish Prayer Group will be having a “Green Chile Stew” meal for the parish on Sunday, October 15, 2006. Green Chili Stew and bread will be available for eat-in or take-out with dessert and coffee and tea available.

Continuing Business:

By-Laws: Article III of the by-laws will be changed slightly to reflect the changes to the parish structure. A suggested revision was presented to be acted upon at a latter date.

The consensus-nomination committee will be reviewing candidate possibilities to fill the current Pastoral Council vacancies and will have their selections for council consensus at the next meeting.
Reports of Ministries:
1. Youth: David reported that a letter has been sent to middle school and high school parents informing them of the two youth organizations. The high school group has met once. The youth rally this year will be held in Las Cruces on the 8,9,10 of June, 2007.

2. Finance: There was discussion of having a box of envelopes for the collection instead of monthly mailings, to be handed out at the beginning of the year. There would be new blocks to check (listing time, talent, and treasure) which will give a better view of parish participation. The council gave their consensus. The Parish as of now will be getting approximately $11,400 back from United In Ministries this year.

3.  Liturgy and sacraments: Mission Week will be 24 Feb-1 March with Fr. Miguel Briseno. The theme will be the Eucharist. Two pews were removed from the former Cry Room and placed in the front for easy access for funerals and Eucharist. The two long and one short pew were moved to the garage for storage. Support in this project came from the Tenske family and Claude Hampton, Larry November, Ronald Roberts, Otto and David Marcus. It was decided to offer the handling of the pew memorialization to the Rosary Society, involving more of the parish. The council had the opportunity to view the schematic/markup designs for the Reservation Chapel and the new proposed Baptismal Font for the Church. The parish will be given the opportunity to help design the Reservation Chapel screen.

4. Outreach: September was a very busy month. Outreach has been partnering with several churches to help the victims of the condemned trailer park. Collections are steadily increasing and we can only say thank you over and over. It means so very much.

5. Parishioners-at-Large: No report.

6. Service Groups: About 145 people attended the Parish picnic. The picnic cost $9.33 all due to the work of Dorothy Hampton. St. Jude’s Feast Day is October 28, 2006 and we will have a potluck after the 5:30 PM Mass. Plans for the Fall Craft Show are in the works with Ann Berry as chairman. We will receive $100.00 from each food vendor and $65.00 to $75.00 from each craft booth. St. Jude will be selling baked goods, soda, and the Spanish Prayer Group has been offered the use of the kitchen to raise money for their group. Rose Ann Roberts is chairing the Upscale Garage Sale.
7. Small Christian Communities: No report.

8. Social Justice: There are periodic articles in the bulletin and on line.

Following a closing prayer led by Fr. Wayne, the meeting closed at 9:05 PM.
